PART ONE - THE SERVICE OF LIGHT

~ The people gather outside the door of the church.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, on this most holy night,
when our Lord Jesus Christ passed from death to life,

the Church invites her children throughout the world

to come together in vigil and prayer.

This is the Passover of the Lord.

We remember his death and resurrection by hearing his word
and celebrating his mysteries, confident that we shall share
his victory over death and live with him for ever in God.

~ The new fire is kindled

Eternal God, who made this most holy night to shine with the

brightness of your one true light: set us aflame with the fire of
your love, and bring us to the radiance of your heavenly glory;
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

~ The candle is marked

Christ yesterday and today, the beginning and the end,
Alpha and Omega, all time belongs to him, and all ages;
to him be glory and power, through every age and for ever. Amen.



~ Incense studs are inserted into the Paschal Candle

By his holy and glorious wounds may Christ our Lord
guard and keep us. Amen.

~ The Paschal Candle is lit

May the light of Christ, rising in glory, banish all darkness from our
hearts and minds.

~ The Candle is solemnly carried into the church with these words:

Priest: The Light of Christ
People: Thanks be to God.

~ The light is shared as people light their candles from the paschal candle

READING 1: Genesis 1.1-2.4a The Creation

Almighty God, you have created the heavens and the earth
and made us in your own image: teach us to discern your hand
in all your works and your likeness in all your children;

through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord. Amen.

READING 2: Exodus 14.10-end, 15.1a Crossing the Red Sea

Lord God our redeemer, who heard the cry of your people
and sent your servant Moses to lead them out of slavery:
free us from the tyranny of sin and death

and, by the leading of your Spirit,

bring us to our promised land;

through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

READING 3: Isaiah 55.1-11 Let us return to the Lord who saves us

Most merciful God, who by the death and resurrection
of your Son Jesus Christ delivered and saved the world:
grant that by faith in him who suffered on the cross
we may triumph in the power of his victory;

As we celebrate the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ from the dead,
we remember that through the paschal mystery we have died and been
buried with him in baptism.

THE RENEWAL OF BAPTISMAL VOWS

In baptism, God calls us out of darkness into his marvellous light.
To follow Christ means dying to sin and rising to new life with him.

Therefore, | ask:

Do you reject the devil and all rebellion against God?
All  Ireject them.

Do you renounce the deceit and corruption of evil?
All Irenounce them.

Do you repent of the sins that separate us from God and neighbour?
All I repent of them.

Do you turn to Christ as Saviour?
All 1 turn to Christ.

Do you submit to Christ as Lord?
All | submit to Christ.

Do you come to Christ, the way, the truth and the life?
All | come to Christ.



The blessing of the water

Praise God who made heaven and earth,
All  who keeps his promise for ever.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.

THE PROFESSION OF FAITH
Brothers and sisters, | ask you to profess the faith of the Church.

Do you believe and trust in God the Father?
| believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe and trust in his Son Jesus Christ?

| believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord,

who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried;
he descended to the dead. On the third day he rose again;



he ascended into heaven, he is seated at the right hand of the Father,
and he will come to judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe and trust in the Holy Spirit?

| believe in the Holy Spirit,

the holy catholic Church,

the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins,
the resurrection of the body,

and the life everlasting. Amen.

The waters of baptism are sprinkled over the people

Almighty God, we thank you for our fellowship

in the household of faith with all who

have been baptized in your name.

Keep us faithful to our baptism,

and so make us ready for that day when the whole creation
shall be made perfect in your Son, our Saviour Jesus Christ.
Amen.

May Christ dwell in your hearts through faith, that you may be rooted
and grounded in love and bring forth the fruit of the Spirit. Amen.

As we are fed with the bread of heaven may we know your
resurrection power; through Christ our risen Lord. Amen.

THE LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST

The Lord be with you. And also with you.
Lift up your hearts. We lift them to the Lord.
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. It is right to give thanks and praise.

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere

to give you thanks, almighty and eternal Father,

and on this night of our redemption to celebrate with joyful hearts
the memory of your wonderful works.

For by the mystery of his passion Jesus Christ, your risen Son,

has conquered the powers of death and hell and restored in men

and women the image of your glory.
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He has placed them once more in paradise and opened to them
the gate of life eternal. And so, in the joy of this Passover,

earth and heaven resound with gladness, while angels

and archangels and the powers of all creation sing for ever

the hymn of your glory:

All sing  Holy, holy, holy Lord. God of pow'r and God of might.
Heaven and earth, heaven and earth,
are full of your glory, your power and might.
Hosanna! Hosanna! Hosanna in the highest heav'ns!

Blessed, blessed is he who comes.

We praise and bless you, loving Father, through Jesus Christ,
our Lord; and as we obey his command, send your Holy Spirit,
that broken bread and wine outpoured may be for us the body
and blood of your dear Son.

On the night before he died he had supper with his friends
and, taking bread, he praised you. He broke the bread,
gave it to them and said: Take, eat; this is my body

which is given for you; Do this in remembrance of me.

When supper was ended he took the cup of wine.

Again he praised you, gave it to them and said:

Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant,
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins.
Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.

So, Father, we remember all that Jesus did, in him we plead with
confidence his sacrifice made once for all upon the cross.
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Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of salvation,
we proclaim his death and resurrection until he comes in glory.

Great is the mystery of faith.
All sing  Dying you destroyed our death,
Rising you restored our life.
Lord Jesus, come. Lord Jesus, come;
Lord Jesus, come in glory.
Hosanna! Hosanna! Hosanna in the highest heav'ns!
Hosanna! Hosanna! Hosanna in the highest heav'ns!

Lord of all life, help us to work together for that day when your
kingdom comes and justice and mercy will be seen in all the earth.
Look with favour on your people, gather us in your loving arms

and bring us with the Virgin Mary, St Alban, and all the saints

to feast at your table in heaven.

Spirit, all honour and glory are yours, O loving Father, for ever and
ever.
