The Lord is here.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.  
It is right to give thanks and praise.  
 
It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, always and everywhere to 
give you thanks, almighty and eternal Father, and on this day of our 
redemption to celebrate with joyful hearts the memory of your 
wonderful works.  
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For by the mystery of his passion Jesus Christ, your risen Son, has 
conquered the powers of death and hell and restored in men and 
women the image of your glory.  He has placed them once more in 
paradise and opened to them the gate of life eternal.  
 
And so, in the joy of this Passover, earth and heaven resound with 
gladness, while angels and archangels and the powers of all creation 
sing for ever the hymn of your glory:

We praise and bless you, loving Father, through Jesus Christ, our 
Lord; and as we obey his command, send your Holy Spirit, that 
broken bread and wine outpoured may be for us the body and blood 
of your dear Son. 
 

On the night before he died he had supper with his friends 
and, taking bread, he praised you.

Bringing before you the bread of life and cup of salvation, 
we proclaim his death and resurrection until he comes in glory.
